Approach:

 Multi-referential with an anthropological vision wich makes emphasizes the  clinical sociology process

Abstract: 

The majority of research studies carried out so far,  and reviewed for this dissertation,  show that the education of subjects with evident and visible physical disabilities have been focused in the incorporation  of those subjects in the school and professional fields.

The devices which organize that process put together, in heterogeneous way, diverse discourses: medical, pedagogical, psychological, legal and economical.

The majority of those works value methodological and strategy procedures as well as procedures to face such kind of disability. Other studies give an account of practical experiences with subjects with visible and evident disabilities  (S.C.D.V.E.). Few studies envisage subjects with disabilities in an overall manner; their formative and complex path; their affective bonds which give as a result the constitution of an identity dimension. The review of the state on the art did not allow us to use significant  studies on this matter  which is also the matter of our study.

On this perspective, the problem  of the present study is based on the following research question:

What are the factors that contribute to build an identity dimension of subjects with visible and evident disabilities along their formative path which permit situating  themselves globally, personally and socially?

Besides the indispensable  conceptual  and  methodological frame adopted, this study emphasizes theoretical contributions focused on the subject with disability, the formative path and identity dimension.

Data collection was  done in Mexico City (2001-2006). Besides preliminary approaches to the state of art, the present work comprised:  an exploratory study with school teachers, a comparative analysis of the conception of disability, a secondary analysis.  The bulk of data included 24 interviews to 14 subjects with visible and evident disability.  

As a result of preliminary empirical observations, the current  work stressed the three following propositions:

Poposition #1.   Society transmits by a formative way  basic representations on disability which particularly not only  produce variable  reactions and dimensions on subjects with visible and evident disabilities but also in society. That entails two axes of tension: One is related to subjects who suffer disability; the other to  the fact of accepting such disability, allowing themselves to take possession of the situation in order to progressively become  actor and author.

Proposition # 2 The body  constitutes a privileged mean of communication. At the moment the body is labeled by a visible and evident disability, the affective  bound and social ties intervene  strongly on the identity dimension. 

 Pr. # 3 According to the way and intensity a subject with visible and evident disabilities allow himself or herself to initiate a formative. Global and plural path, the subject mobilizes and build a identity dimension with  more or less autonomy or more or less dependency.   

Pr #4 The definition and characterization of the types of identity dimension on subjects with visible and evident disabilities  subsequently permit to refine the studies on this field and to contribute to praxeological orientation due to the quest for a intelligibly  model. 

The present work aims at attaining   the following objectives: 

+ To analyze the main representations of disabilities of subjects with visible and evident disabilities  

+To identify and to characterize,  ways, conditions and situations whereby subjects with visible and evident disabilities  permit themselves to get involved in a given  formative path, the types of identity  in front of mandates  and values which may give an account on how subjects with visible and evident disabilities a authorize themselves to follow a formative path. 

+To sketch a model of intelligibility placing value on a typology of subjects with visible and evident disabilities regarding identity dimensions
+ To contribute in the analysis of  relevant studies on this matter and to devise   recommendations for action. 
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
